Summer VPK

Citrus County School District plans to hold the Summer VPK Program June 4th through July 25th , at Rock Crusher Elementary. School will be held 4 days a week, 7:00 a.m. to 4:55 p.m. Daily attendance during scheduled instruction is of utmost importance for your child to remain in the program.

Attendance: You will be asked to initial daily and sign at end of month a verification of attendance. This is a state VPK requirement. 

Tardiness: Delayed arrivals are disruptive to the group and also difficult for the arriving child. We understand that it is occasionally unavoidable to be “running late.” This practice should not become a regular occurrence.

Absence: Absences may be excused if appropriate documentation is provided. If the absence is due to illness / hospitalization of the child, his parent(s) or guardian, a doctor’s note is to be submitted to the school with the completed and signed VPK Absence Note. These are to be given to the school on the day the child returns from the absence(s).
Behavior: Discipline is approached using the Positive Behavior Support System. Children are taught what expected behavior is; how to make appropriate decisions / choices; use of words to express feelings; and, to resolve conflicts in non-violent ways. When a child misbehaves, the teacher will review the behavioral expectations. If a misbehavior is repeated the parent will be asked to become involved via written notification and / or conference with the staff. Parent(s) may be asked to pick up their child from school when necessary. A child may be removed from the program if the child is endangering the safety of self or others.
